Greater mobility, more critical subjects,
regular cooperation, workshops for stu-
dents, increased mutual projects, joined
lobbying in state institutions — were part of
suggestions proposed by representatives of
drama Faculty and academies from Mace-
donia (FDU and ESRA), from Bulgaria, Serbia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Croatia and Slovenia in International Confer-
ence held in Ohrid, on the occasion of the 45th anniversary of
the Faculty of Drama Arts.

The initial topic “Experiences and perspectives of studies at
universities of Drama Arts” inspired discussants to focus on
three main points: the question of whether to create profes-
sionals or artists, whether emerging technologies will trans-
form the art in industry, and the need for greater mobility and
exchange between universities / academies.

The conference will become a regular annual meeting of the
teaching staff from universities in the region under the aus-
pices of the FDU from Skopje and from the discussions will
result Proceedings. International student meetings “Skomra-
hi” will be used as an event that brings together theater and
filmmakers from the Balkans, and these conferences will pre-
cede the meeting.

The meeting in Ohrid was open by the Dean of FDU-Skopje
prof. Mr. Lazar Sekulovski and the discussion was moderated
by head of the drama department Dr. Sasko Nasev.

In his opening address to the participants, the Dean of FDU
Professor Mr. Lazar Sekulovski highlighted the main prior-
ities of the Faculty: increasing the number of students and
teachers, introducing new programs according the needs of
modern times, increasing investments from relevant minis-

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tries of education and culture, integrating employers in edu-
cation process, adjustment of the legislation to the nature of
teaching in schools of Drama Arts, and more joint projects,
festivals and workshops for students. He touched on the need
to introduce media literacy as a compulsory subject in all pri-
mary and secondary schools.

PROFESSIONALS OR ARTISTS

The Professor from Sofia Chavdar Krestev addressed termi-
nological dilemmas underlying the question which stand up-
right before the Academy: what kind Drama artists need to
create - whether professionals or artists. He questioned what
it means to be a professional in the theater.

Human has nature gift to play, therefore, anyone can do with the-
ater. But that does not mean that everyone will be able to create
art and artwork. Academies should endeavor by every student to
make a good craftsman. And forward, everyone should continue
to develop as a separate individual - concluded Krestev.

His discussion prompted the head of the department of the-
ater directing at the Skopje FDA Zlatko Slavenski to put the
dilemma of whether these schools are taught trades or teach-
ers deal with magical quest to create people who will create.
To my students I often point out the comparison, the analogy
of theater as fireworks. Fireworks display is nice, but people
often considered useless, wondering why is spent so much
money on it. These dilemmas need to find appropriate an-
swers for to run ads for “Coca-Cola” and “Hamlet” is both
dishonest for “Coca-Cola” and for “Hamlet”.

Professor Ivana Vujic from Belgrade stressed exchange of ex-
periences as very important in the educational process. She fo-
cused attention of discussion on three points: 1. The programs
need to introduce new courses that the student will be able to
maintain critical discourse to society and modern times 2. to
make concrete steps for greater mobility, not just talk (stressed
her department is open to any student in the region, no one will
be returned); and 3. to open more specialized studies.

She agreed with the findings that the drama academies work
in difficult conditions and moneyless, but argues that it is not
all about the money, and the good idea can attract money.
Prof. Franka Perkovic from Zagreb said teachers at her acad-
emy had no problem with the low wages they have listed, but
have a problem with the funding of teaching. For this situa-
tion it locates the problem in the fact that education author-

ities are unaware of the nature of teaching in the drama arts.
- I think teachers are paid to create professionals, but have
task to try making artist of each student.

As a positive step in that direction emphasized the introduc-
tion of ProRECTOR for Art in Zagreb University.

Professor of drama in FDA Skopje Maja Stevanovic has
acknowledged the experiment of two Belgrade playwrights
who have sold successfully the program of Nazi propaganda
chief Goebbels with few modifications as a Culture “strategy”
to almost all Serbian political parties.

- My outrage is the fact that some of our students that I have
discussed the topic, they saw nothing wrong with the results
of the experiment, understanding the Goebbels program
simply as neutral marketing method. I wonder to whom we
give the tools of the trade, that is, what we give to students
as knowledge. Whether the craft that students can learn to be
conceived independently of its (mis) use? Is it perhaps the
time to go back to basic humanistic education that would al-
low future artists to develop critical apparatus through which
they will create own reality and their own participation in the
process of creating wealth? - Asked prof. Stevanovic.

ABOUT MOBILITY AND EXTERNAL TESTING

Professor Perkovic from Zagreb, as responsible for the proj-
ect, explained in detail platform “Regional Network”, which
is not only networking, but possibility for students to meet
through concrete projects, share experiences, build common
artistic value attitudes and finally, not least - to search for a
common market.

Prof. Allen Muratovic
from Sarajevo Faculty
of Drama shared with
his regional colleagues
the fear for survival of
his institution in the long
term given the extreme-
ly difficult situation in
which they are located.
Love for what we do is
what makes us still func-
tioning, that is the key
for my conviction that
the Faculty will survive.
His  colleague M.
Rusmir Efendic welcomed initiatives for greater exchange,
but said they will not be effected until the deans of faculties
and heads of departments, not sit at a table and agree not
specific administrative steps, adding that there was no doubt
that student from Sarajevo or any other faculty that will go in
Belgrade will be received from professor Vujic, but will be
returned by the administration because there is no legal basis
for his stay to be official.

Prof.Zoja Buzalkovska from the Department for acting in
FDA Skopje, has set a personal dilemma of academic progress
in master’s and doctorate should be a prerequisite for career
advancement of teachers in the field of arts. Citing examples
of artists who have created many new generations of artists
and teachers in the arts without being formally Ph.D., she
pledged academic titles remain as an opportunity for personal
progress and improvement, but not a formal requirement for
advancement.

Acting professor Dr. Susan Kirandziska referred to the exter-
nal testing as a tool to punish teachers and not for checking
knowledge.

- When it comes to assessment, I think it is necessary to abol-
ish the system of assessments that we have now and move
to a descriptive assessment of the student in terms of being
described as passed through the educational process, what
skills at what level are absorbing, in which direction should
continue to grow and so on.

The moderator, Professor. Nasev, in addition to her speech cit-
ed many examples in the world where it is applied descriptive
assessment of students in arts.

External testing was also the subject of Professor Igor Vecovs-
ki, who raised the idea of joint lobbying of regional faculties in
local centers where are created educational policies, for support
against this type of testing and asked also support of student
representatives in FDA. The moderator Prof. Nasev answer
this question will likely be closed even before it is open, when
it comes to art academies because the exams here are public, in
audience, and because there is an entrance exam.

Professor Krestev sees art always in opposition.

- We, of course, do not define our students, not politically, not
economically, not by history, but we define them emotionally.
Artist feels pain when he creates and that sensibility is position-
ing him in society - Krestev said.

Then the professor. Nasev gave citation of Goethe who
said that the poet must mourn for everything, even the pen-
guins at the North Pole, but invoke Brecht who promoted
the pain of the artist saying - yes, need a pain, but you need
to cry with brain!

DRAMA ARTS AND NEW TECHNOLOGIES

The assistant for movie and television editing from macedonian
FDU Vladimir Pavlovski has carried away the instructive exam-
ple of Netherlands, where they have a faculty for killing dragons.
- The graduated student even receives a sword with the grad-
uation degree, but when stepping out of faculty he must face
the fact that there are no dragons and nobody needs him as
a dragon killer. If we implement this in context of new tech-
nologies, the danger we’re facing is students finishing with
knowledge that it’s already obsolete.

Pavloski had pointed out the major attendance on the in-
ternet site YouTube as proof that humans are not losing in-
terest in moving pictures, on the contrary, now they would
rather consume the information that way than with reading.
After this exposal, a discussion rose about the challenges that
new technology brings.

The attitude that new technologies shouldn’t be seen as an en-
emy to theater and audiovisual art but on the contrary, the fact
that the tools are more available for all was winning, but be-
sides that the danger that shallowness may develop with new
generations was pointed out.. It was polemicized , between
else, was it better to use the terminology for “audiovisual art”
or “audiovisual industry”. Associate Dean at FDU professor
Goran Trpcevski said that the existence of creative industry
it’s indisputable, but no matter where technology goes in her
untouchable development, you still have to tell a story, be-
cause technology without story has no value.

The assistant Kristina Lelovac agrees that time carry us and
often we got the feeling like we should race it, but she con-
siders that new media can’t be a substite for education and
they bring just quantity of information but not knowledge.
You can’t study Chekov by scrolling, says Lelovac who sees
theater like a place and a medium for civil activity.
Stevanovic disagreed with the thesis that there are contra-
dictions about the new technologies and “older” methods, as
well as art and industry. Not knowing the craft can not be
covered with “fabricated art”. Art as thorough view on reality,
can be a part of the industry, but not any kind of industry, but
thinkable.

Vujic asked all who are part of art and creating to question
themselves.

- But, to do that sincerely. To set their goals. Is it money or
career or the goal is to change the world. The both are legit-
imate, but the both at the same time is dishonest. - says the
Belgrade professor.

0 On the conference in Ohrid, you pledged for many more
critic subject on lesson of dramatic faculties.

Yes, I believe that theoretical subjects should follow the practical
ones. I think about the ones from philosophical-anthropological
characters, because they represent a good counterpoint of practi-
cal work. They don’t slow down the practical work, they actually
enrich it. If we follow the job of any laboratorial theater in the
world, from Stanislavski to Barba, the theorical work there is fol-
lowing the practical one. Whether before, after or simultaneously,
it is now not an issue.Among Barba you have books written, books
which are read and then results of it all. You have a Troupe, which
besides being played as part of the troupe, each actor makes their
own show with their own determination, or even read a book edi-
tion, so it is a necessity. Knowledge, is in fact, the most exciting
practice.

o Tonight you promoted the book ,, Politics and performing
arts” Janelle Reinel. You talked about the author and other
topics related to politics and theater with so much passion.
She actually studies the relationship between theater and the pub-
lic sphere. How much do you in performing arts influence the pub-
lic sphere and feedback - how much the public sphere affects the
Performing Arts. There are various examples in the world that can
be very useful. You know, in the global world, and always in the
world, the same passion existed, the same love, the same ques-
tions, the only difference is how one comes to the answers.

0 The promotion started with a quote from the Romanian
movie “The position of the child” - that, namely, the choice is
one - you are either authority or a victim.

Yes, and what do we pass on to today’s youth? What is their po-
sition ? Very bad. Both of them. The authorities - they are incom-
petent because everything ends up with them, and those who have
suffered - they have no chance. Following their poor status they
are both equal.

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kind of a natural environment?

Yes, it is natural for the artist to be a victim, but to choose to be a
victim,and not to be a victim chosen as someone who earns less,
or someone who is less valuable, or someone that happens to be on
the road networks of imperialism and neo-colonialism. Another
thing is the personal pain, the suffering,the self examination, that
is one topic, and the other one is when the entire public sphere is
built as a network in which no one really has a chance to change
their position. Neither those who are doing good and neither the
victims. You in the artistic work have the chance - while sacrific-
ing yourself ,you save others,but not here, both positions are bad
here.

oThe subject of the book is the censorship as well. Today, at
least in our countries, the censorship exists mainly as a finan-
cial censorship. The author who is not appealing to the de-
cision makers, simply does not receive money and support,
nevertheless film and theater are arts that cost money. Is this
second book you took from-Belgrade with you, which refers to
Indian traveling theaters the answer to this question?

Yes, it is the story of creation, regardless the total poverty that
surrounds them. To us here each of our lives seems like it’s a ho-
tel Imperial. They however work there, have their own audience,
and even their own political engagement, very interesting one,in a
country with such a large population, religiously diverse, with so
many languages.

0 Is 100 % censorship practically impossible in 21st century?
You know what, the 21st century is the century of Orwells dreams
come true. Or nightmares. We are supervised. Our TVs, comput-
ers immediately deliver accurate data to our desires and aspira-
tions ,what could be sold to us, ie what are we prepared for.So it’s
very difficult to talk about that. This is a perfidious governance
where the individual loses the chance to be subversive, because
everything, from birth, his needs and desires are being studied
and he is shaped into something that needs further production of,
someone who will consume what is not yet produced. Everyone
must regain the position of being an individual. Of course, this
world belongs to the seven and a half billion people, and there will
always be some of them whose hearts still beat.

oYou said - everyone seeks their freedom and everyone is try-
ing to escape the hidden cameras that are everywhere around
us.

The question is, what does freedom mean to a man. We are all
limited. And we have always been, only that people do not want
to admit it. We are limited with our mortality, with our greed, with
the world that is unknown to us,with the reality. And we all long
for some kind of freedom, I would now like to go to Venice for
example, but I can’t.

o Do you consider that in order to be subversive one must be
clever, because the system is clever. What is clever for an art-
ist?

Clever is to survive, to succeed in lasting long,to be able to change,
to always observe oneself through the prism of changes and be
true. The last one is very difficult, to be true.Picasso was able to
do that. Nowadays there are very little real things, everything is
framed or exposed, therefore one should be authentic and original
till the end, and that means being subversive. We are all copies
now.Us women,we are copies of lips, eyes, breasts, and so on.
And to being authentic means being genuine, but, unfortunately,
it loses the race, because copies are the most wanted nowadays.
Originality lost its value, the copy won.

o You advocate in increasing the mobility.

You know what, this world is our trouble, but it has some essence
as well. It can be found in Crnjanski’s writings for example - the
world is full of wonders, and simply today’s world consists of that
movement. Today’s world travels easily, comprehends easily, it
just must know what to look for.

o0 Does student exchange must always be formally enshrined
in law or maybe easier?

Apart from the formal rules, there are always ways that nobody
knows, and those are usually the best.

The dynamic performance of
the actors included coordinated stage movements which
were upgrading the characterization and they’ve managed
to keep the attention of the audience till the very end.
